The IOWA assessments are a nationally rogferened measure of a student's basic skills. A

can have on these tests is 99, and the lowest score is 1. This number indicates how the student
scored against others d¢fet same age and grade level across the nation. For example, a NPR
score of 75 on any test indicates that that the student performed better than 75% of all students
who took that test natiewide, while 25% of students performed better than that studeabnat
wide. Scores between 25 (low average) and 75 (high average) indicate performance in the
average range.
