Dear St. Andrew School Parents,

We are preparing for a new year in Faith Formation here at St. Andrew Church. Registrations are
being accepted and books are being ordered.

Parents are also to stay on
Sundays and attend adult sessions and are required to attend all sacramental preparation sessions
on Wednesdays with their children.

There will be two informational meetings in English about Faith Formation and Sacramental
Preparation on Sunday, August 28, 2016, one at 12 Noon and another one at 2 PM both in the
church. There will be one informational session in Spanish on Friday, September 9, at 6 PM. It is
imperative that parents with children in Faith Formation and Sacramental Preparation attend one
of these sessions.
