Infants, children, and teenagers are most likely to becoraeted with enteroviruses. Mild symptoms
EV-D68 may include fever, runny nose, sneezing, cough and body and muscle aches. Severe syr
may include wheezing and difficulty breathing. If yahild is showing severe symptoms, seek
immediate medical att¢ion.

FLU SEASON

Teach your children to wash their hands often with soap and wateFrequent hand washing
and noralcohol surface disinfectants are recommended since albaketl hand sanitizers and
disinfectants have mdeen found to be effective againsté8.

Encourage your children to cough or sneeze into a tissue or into their elbow.

Sick children should remain home and should only return to school after they no longer
have a fever Keeping children with a fevext home will reduce the chances of others getting
infected.

Avoid close contact with those who are sic&uch as kissing, hugging, and sharing cups or
eating utensils.

Clean and disinfect frequently touched surfacewith a bleach solution (orgart bleacho nine
parts water). This includes doorknobs, counter tops, desks, tables, toys, etc.

Get vaccinated.Although there is no vaccine for enterovirus, there is a vaccine for more cor
illnesses like the flu. It is difficult to identify the flu, from otlrespiratory ailments.
1. Children with asthma are at risk for severe symptoms frorDB® and other respiratory

illnesses. Florida Department of Health (FDOH) recommends you:

Ensure your child takes prescribed asthma medications as directed.
Ensure your childds reliever medication

Get your child a flu vaccine.

Call their doctor if they develop new or worsening asthma symptoms.
